Dryer (KD5IVP) for their assis-
tance.  We were using 40 meters 
SSB (gotcha!!  John and Paul do 
possess microphones for their HF 
rigs!!!) to pass traffic in the form 
of our daily situation reports from 
my operating location in Rio 
Grande City back to the HQ at the 
National Guard Armory in Wes-
laco.  The “can do”  spirit of ham 
radio ensures the message will 
always get through.

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Operation Lone Star is a joint 
exercise involving medical units 
from the Navy & Marine Corps 
Reserve, National Guard and 
Texas State Guard, deploying to 
the Rio Grande Valley for 2 
weeks and setting up clinics to 
provide free medical care to the 
people of that area.

Other hams or hams-
to-be were identified and the op-
portunity was taken throughout 
the deployment to promote the 
virtues of ham radio communica-
tions to whomever would listen.
